A. The road and beyond. (When the tee and the basket

are on the same side of the cart path.)

Hole number

#1,#3 #5#6,#7 #11 #12,#13 #14,#15,#16,#17,#18,#19,
#23,#25 #26,#27

B. The road only.
(When the tee and the basket are separated by the cart path.)
Hole number #2,#4,#8 #9 #10, #21,#22,#24

C. The OB line of road is the border between the asphalt cart path
and the grass.

D. The white rope and the OB area inside the white rope is OB.

E. All the sand traps are OB. If your disc is completely surrounded by
sand, you are OB and you must play where your disc entered the
trap. If your disc is touching the immediate perimeter of the trap and
is touching grass, your disc is safe. If there is a question to this rule
please consult the other players in your group. The benefit of the
doubt goes to the player in question. If a course marshal is present or
tournament official, they may make the official ruling.

F. All the putting greens are OB. If you have thrown onto a putting
green of tﬁe golf course, players must leave their disc and it will be
retrieved by tournament staff at a later time. The course is designed
so that the greens should not come into play.

G. Play suspended due to darkness or hazardous conditions
If the tournament director declares play stoppage due to darkness or
hazardous conditions, an announcement will be made over the loud-
speaker and play will stop immediately. Players must mark there
iscs and return when play is resumed. If in the case of darkness,
players will return the Fgllowing day and complete those holes until
their rounds are finished. Those groups will then be allowed to rest
and will tee off for their next round after all other players have teed
off. Groups will remain the same in this instance.

H. Pools- players will remain in their designated pools for Thursday
and Friday’s play. There will be a shuffle for Saturday’s 3rd round
with the top part of the men's field in Pool A. Pool B will consist of
all the women players and the remaining men.

H Special Conditions.

Hole 11

Disgetter Goal Hazard. On hole 11 there are Disgetter Goal haz-
ards set up. If your disc is completely inside the hazard marked by
white rope, the player must throw their next shot from one of the two
drop zones located on either side of the hazard without penalty. A
player may choose which side they wish to throw from. If a player is
not completely inside the hazard the white rope is treated as an OB
line and a player may take up to one meter relief directly perpendicu-
lar to the white rope.

Hole 12

On hole 12 there is a mandatory to the left of the tree. If a player
misses the mandatory and lands over the white OB roEe, the player
plays their next shot from the designated drop zone with a one stroke

penalty.

Hole 14

On hole 14 there is a triple mandatory. Players must pass through
the mandatory before the hole is declared complete. If a player mis-
ses the mandatory and lands inside the white OB line before the man-
datory is completed, the player takes their next shot from the drop
zone with a one stroke penalty. After the mandatory is completed the
white rope is no longer in play. Sand trap is OB.

Hole 20

On hole 20 there is a special condition requiring the player fo re-
tee with a one stroke penalty if their drive lands insige the roped area
(right side of the fairway). After their drive, subsequent throws land-
ing in the OB area are played as OB and a player may elect to throw
from their original lie or where the disc was last seen in safe territory.
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
